Oregon Humanities, $5000—We were recently awarded this grant to work with the Mt. Angel School District to host a district/community read around the book Wonder by R.J. Palacio that will take place in April. Jackie is working with the administration to plan several events. The books are ordered.

Teen Summer Intern Grant—Applications are open. Jackie will apply for a teen summer intern again this year.

LSTA—Jackie is working with HS principal Jessica Brenden to write a grant for new science books for the district’s libraries. 

STEAM Equity Grant—
· The exhibit will be shipped out in the second week of March. Disassembly will probably occur on March 11th. Jackie will email the LAB to see if anyone wants to assist.
· The Winter Bash, rescheduled from January, will take place on March 10 at the Middle School. There will be two science activities paid for by the grant: circuit snowmen and large catapults for a “snowball fight” with ping pong balls.
· We will host a Family Science Night in May around the theme of Balance.
· Jackie is working with Jeff Taylor, MS Principal, to arrange a field trip in April or May of 35 students plus chaperones to the Museum of Natural and Cultural History in Eugene. The grant would pay for admission and bus transportation.
· The library will host incubated chick eggs through Marion County 4-H in June paid for by the grant.
